5Training workshop on honey harvesting for Community 

 

 

A training workshop on the harvesting of Apis cerana honey and their winter 

management was conducted at the Department of Entomology, Faculty of Agriculture, 

the University of Poonch Rawalakot (UPR). The event aimed to educate beekeepers, 

students, and enthusiasts about sustainable honey harvesting techniques and effective 

strategies for managing Apis cerana colonies during winter. 

 

Experts from the department delivered practical demonstrations on honey extraction 

methods that ensure hive health and maximize yield. They also discussed critical 

aspects of winter management, including feeding practices, hive insulation, and pest 

control measures to protect bee colonies during harsh weather conditions. 

 

Participants gained hands-on experience in handling Apis cerana hives and learned best 

practices to improve productivity while ensuring the well-being of the bees. The 

workshop emphasized the ecological and economic importance of beekeeping and its 

potential for rural development in Azad Jammu and Kashmir (AJK).
