According to the World Bank, Pakistan's economy is classified as lower-middle income, [1] and 

many students at UPR come from economically disadvantaged backgrounds with limited access 

to higher education. Data analysis by the Directorates of Student Financial Assistance and 

University Advancement (DSFA&UA) and Student Affairs (DSA) revealed that approximately 

80% of UPR students come from families whose income falls below the federal poverty line. Of 

these, 30% are eligible for financial grants and scholarships to support their education at UPR. 

The newspaper clipping below underscores the significance of these ceremonies, which play a 

vital role in recognizing academic achievements and providing financial assistance to students in 

need.

UPR Support for Low or Lower-Middle Income Countries 

The University of Poonch Rawalakot (UPR) is situated in Azad Jammu and Kashmir, a region 

administered by Pakistan, which is classified as a lower-middle-income economy with a per 

capita Gross National Income of $1537.9 and limited resources. This area forms the western part 

of the larger Kashmir region, which has been a source of dispute between India and Pakistan 

since 1947. As part of its commitment to supporting the local community, UPR waives 

admission, examination, and tuition fees for students who are refugees from Jammu and 

Kashmir. Jammu and Kashmir, administered by India as a union territory, represents the southern 

part of the larger Kashmir region, which has been disputed between India and Pakistan since 

1947, and between India and China since 1959 (evidence attached below). According to the 

Azad Kashmir Rehabilitation Department, there are 29,932 registered refugees who fled from 

Jammu and Kashmir in India to Pakistan
