1) Livelihood & Income Enhancement Program for the Local Communities  

The Department of Entomology, Faculty of Agriculture, University of Poonch Rawalakot (UPR), 

organized a series of farmers meetings in different areas including Thorar, Dhothan and Hajeera 

village areas aimed at enhancing agricultural productivity at the community level by addressing 

insect pest issues and promoting the use of the latest insect control technologies in hilly regions. 

This initiative focused on equipping farmers and local communities with knowledge and 

practical tools to manage insect pests effectively, ensuring sustainable agricultural practices. 

The program included expert-led sessions on identifying prevalent pest species, understanding 

their impact on crop yields, and adopting advanced pest control techniques tailored for the 

unique challenges of hilly terrains. Emphasis was placed on integrated pest management (IPM) 

approaches, safe pesticide use, and environmentally friendly alternatives. The initiative sought to 

empower participants with practical skills to mitigate pest-related losses, thereby improving crop 

quality and overall productivity in the regionThe ultimate aim was to assist farmers in getting the 

maximum economic outturns which might go a long way in alleviating poverty and raising the 

living standard of the farming community in the longer run. There were more than 150 farmers 

belonging to adjacent areas who participated in the farmer field day.
