
1) Free Indoor and Outdoor Medical Facilities  

The University of Poonch Rawalakot (UPR) provides comprehensive medical and health 

facilities through a fully operational health center on its main campus. A dedicated physician is 

available to serve students, staff, and the local community. In addition to the health center, 

Qarshi Health Care Clinic and Hamdard Free Mobile Clinics actively support community 

healthcare needs. In 2021, the University Health Center treated and examined over 10,000 

patients. Regular diabetes screening camps are held monthly in various areas, while Hepatitis B 

and C screening camps are organized in other locations. Emergency healthcare is bolstered by 

the university's ambulance service, which ensures intra-campus emergency assistance. Two 

ambulances are on standby to transport patients referred to secondary or tertiary care facilities. 

During the COVID-19 pandemic, UPR launched an emergency campaign, conducting screenings 

and implementing preventative measures. Temperature checks and sanitizers were distributed 

across all faculties, departments, and administrative offices to ensure safety.
