Relationships with regional NGOs and government for SDG
policy
1. The workshop on kitchen gardening organized by the University of Poonch Rawalakot
in collaboration with the HEC Green Youth Movement Club, Directorate of Student Affairs,
and the Department of Agriculture & District Health provided participants with practical
knowledge on growing their own vegetables and herbs at home. Experts demonstrated low-cost,
space-efficient gardening techniques, soil preparation, seed selection, composting, and organic
pest control methods. Students, families, and community members learned how kitchen gardening
can improve household nutrition, reduce food expenses, and promote healthier eating habits. By
empowering individuals to produce fresh, chemical-free vegetables, the workshop supported both
food security and environmental sustainability. This multi-stakeholder initiative brought together
academic departments, government agriculture specialists, health professionals, and youth
organizations to collaboratively promote sustainable living practices. Their combined expertise
created a more impactful learning environment and strengthened community engagement. By
coordinating resources, sharing knowledge, and supporting local households, these institutions
demonstrated how partnerships enhance capacity and accelerate progress toward sustainable

development.
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2. The awareness and sensitization session organized by the Ministry of Human Rights
in collaboration with the University of Poonch Rawalakot served as an important platform to
educate students, faculty, and community members about fundamental human rights and the
mechanisms available for their protection. Representatives from the Ministry highlighted key areas
such as child rights, women’s rights, the rights of persons with disabilities, and protections for
marginalized communities. The session emphasized the importance of recognizing and reporting
human rights violations, promoting equality, and fostering a culture of respect and dignity. By
engaging young people directly, the program helped build awareness, encouraged responsible
citizenship, and empowered participants to play an active role in safeguarding human rights within
their communities.

This joint initiative also showcased the value of collaboration between government institutions
and academic bodies in strengthening public understanding and community outreach. The
involvement of the University of Poonch Rawalakot ensured broad participation, while the
Ministry of Human Rights provided expert guidance and policy-level insights. Together, they
created a supportive platform for dialogue, learning, and community engagement. Such
partnerships contribute to building a more informed and socially aware society, strengthening

institutional capacity, and promoting long-term commitment to human rights advocacy.
