1. The seminar on “Sustainable Strawberry Strategies: Next-Generation Nursery 

Practices for Enhanced Productivity” organized by the University of Poonch Rawalakot 

provided an important platform for farmers, students, and researchers to explore modern, eco-

friendly methods of strawberry cultivation from September 12-13, 2024. Experts highlighted 

advanced nursery techniques, disease-free plant propagation, climate-smart growing conditions, 

and soil-health management practices that significantly improve yield and fruit quality. 

Participants learned about innovative approaches such as raised-bed systems, drip irrigation, 

mulching, and the use of biofertilizers to ensure sustainable production. The seminar emphasized 

the importance of adopting new scientific insights to overcome local challenges, increase 

profitability, and maintain long-term soil fertility in strawberry-growing regions.

2. The seminar “Navigating a Career as a Pharmacist: Insights from Clinical Experts”, 

organized by the Department of Pharmacy at the University of Poonch Rawalakot, offered 

a rich platform for Pharm-D students to engage with seasoned professionals from clinical 

settings on 5 July 2024.
