Collaboration with NGOs for SDGs

1. Student Volunteer

The free medical camp organized by the University of Poonch Rawalakot in collaboration with the
Pael-Alkhair Foundation NGO served as a vital community service initiative aimed at improving access
to basic healthcare in underserved areas. Medical professionals, faculty members, and trained volunteers
students offered free checkups, diagnostic screenings, medicines, and health counseling to a large number
of local residents.

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2. Education:

The seminar on Thalassemia: Causes, Cure, Prognosis, and the Role of the Community in Prevention,
organized by the University of Poonch Rawalakot in collaboration with the Fael-Alkhair Foundation
NGO, aimed to raise awareness about one of the most pressing genetic blood disorders in the region.
Medical experts explained the biological basis of Thalassemia, its symptoms, available treatment options,
and the significance of early diagnosis. Special emphasis was placed on preventive measures such as
premarital screening, genetic counseling, and public education. The seminar also highlighted the emotional,
social, and financial challenges faced by affected families, encouraging community members to become
advocates for early testing and support networks. This collaborative effort strongly embodies engagement
of the university, healthcare professionals, and a dedicated NGO showcased how collective action can
enhance public health awareness and community resilience. Through shared resources, expertise, and
outreach channels, the partnership expanded its impact far beyond what each institution could have
