In 2024, the University of Poonch Rawalakot strengthened its engagement with local farmers,
community members, and food producers through continuous follow-up and field-based
support. Trained farmers were provided with quality plant stock and on-farm technical
assistance to help them adopt commercial-scale production of various crops. The University
also facilitated soil fertility testing, water quality analysis, and milk testing services to ensure

improved agricultural outcomes.

Through its Faculty of Agriculture outreach program, the University continued to offer free
technical guidance on seed selection, efficient fertilizer use, and integrated disease
management directly at farmers’ doorsteps. These efforts aim to enhance crop productivity,
promote sustainable practices, and support the livelihoods of farming communities across the
